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Sole Supplier Proposal Form
Grounds for the Direct Award of a Contract (DAC) to a Sole Supplier

Under Regulation 32 of the EU (Award of Public Authority Contracts) Regulations 2016, there are certain grounds under which a contracting authority can award a contract to a supplier by negotiating directly with that supplier and not conducting a procurement process.  These grounds are truly exceptional in nature and their use must be strictly interpreted. 

The grounds are as follows:

(a) Where no tenders, or suitable tenders, no requests to participate or no suitable requests to participate have been received. 

(b) Where the contract is purely for the purpose of research, experiment, study or development and not for the purpose of securing a profit or recovering research or development costs. 

(c) Where the works, supplies or services can only be supplied by one economic operator because (i) the procurement is for a unique piece of art; (ii) competition is absent for technical reasons; and (iii) the protection of exclusive rights, including intellectual property, provided, in relation to (ii) and (iii), no reasonable alternative or substitute exists. 

(d) Where, for reasons of extreme urgency brought about by events unforeseeable by the utility, the normal time limits cannot be complied with.

(e) For supply contracts, for additional deliveries by the original supplier intended either as a partial replacement or extension, where a change of supplier would cause issues regarding incompatibility or disproportionate technical difficulties.

(f) For new works or services which are a repeat of similar works or services, provided those works or services conform to a basic project awarded following a compliant procurement process and provided the possible use of the negotiated procedure without prior publication is disclosed when the initial contract is advertised and taken into consideration in estimating the value of the opportunity. An example of this is where a contractor has been appointed to build two facilities and the advertisement states that a third, similar facility may be awarded to the contractor at a later stage.  

(g) For supplies quoted and purchased on a commodity market.

(h) For bargain purchases, to take advantage of a particularly advantageous opportunity, available for a short time at considerably lower than market prices.

(i) For supplies or services under particularly advantageous conditions from a supplier in financial difficulty. 

(j) For a service contract following a design contest provided all successful economic operators are invited to participate. 

Before completing this Form, you MUST read the Grounds on page 1.  Only once you have satisfied yourself that you can justify your decision to award a contract directly to a supplier, based on one of these grounds, should you complete this Form.

Note that, within MTU, the principles for awarding a contract directly to a supplier will apply regardless of the value of the procurement.
